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Science Knowledge Organisers 

Last autumn we asked you to take part in a questionnaire about the teaching of Science at 

Townfield. It was evident that parents would like more information about the Science curriculum. 

One way that we have addressed this, is by developing a Science curriculum page on the website. 

We are also going to introduce Science knowledge organisers. These have many benefits for 

the children, as well as giving you an overview of the essential knowledge that your child needs to 

learn for each Science topic.  

 

Knowledge organisers are no more than one side of A4, and information is displayed into easily 

digestible chunks with pictures and diagrams.  Each child will have a laminated copy of their 

knowledge organiser to keep on their desks at school and a copy will also be sent home. 

The purpose of the knowledge organisers is to help children learn key knowledge, until they can 

remember it without the knowledge organiser. In school we have been doing lots of training about 

how children learn and retain information. If information is not reviewed regularly, it does not stick! 

Research by Hermann Ebbinghaus found that memories weaken quickly overtime. See his 

óForgetting Curveô below, left. It shows how rapidly new information is forgotten and that the 

biggest drop in retention is soon after the learning has taken place. However if óspaced learningô is 

practised i.e. the information is reviewed a first, second, third time, it is more likely to be 

remembered over a longer period.  

          

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

During a short daily review section of the Science lesson children will practise recalling key 

information from the knowledge organiser through a range of engaging activities including; 

quizzes, concept maps, adding labels to diagrams, matching vocab and definitions. 

The more the children interact with the knowledge organiser at home the better! We will send the 

knowledge organiser home a week prior to the topic commencing. Please read it together. It will 

give your child an advantage to have some prior knowledge before the topic begins.  

During the topic, your child may be asked to learn sections of the knowledge organiser for an 

activity in school. It would really help your child if you could support them with this by doing some 

quizzes together. They could even test how well you have remembered the key knowledge! 

 



Children from Year 1 to Year 6 will bring the Science knowledge organiser for their next topic, 

next week. Please have a good look at it together over the half term holiday. 

We look forward to hearing your feedback about the knowledge organisers and we will look to roll 

them out to other subjects.
